📏 Size
· Length: 24–40 inches (including tail)
· Weight: 4–13 pounds
· Males are larger than females.
🌲 Habitat
· Dense forests across North America
· Prefers mixed coniferous and deciduous woodlands
· Often found near fallen logs and thick cover
🍽️ Diet
· Carnivore: eats small mammals, birds, and insects
· One of the few predators that can hunt porcupines!
· Also eats berries and nuts when available
🐾 Behavior
· Solitary and secretive
· Excellent climbers but spend most time on the ground
· Active year-round, mostly during dawn and dusk
🌿 Role in the Ecosystem
· Helps control rodent and small mammal populations
· Keeps porcupine numbers in check, which protects trees from over-browsing
· An important mid-sized predator in forest ecosystems
